Fly-in CTA:

- background should be 1 image (let me know if I need to create) so there is no overlap of transparencies between the square and circle around the "X"

- the transparency should match the mobile PSD (they are currently different so that while the CTA sits over this empty image box on desktop, the eye can differentiate between the two. it isn't a problem on mobile, as the CTA doesn't overlap an image in that example).

- This CTA should appear on load, and stick with the user as they scroll.

- CTA should fly out before interacting with any other CTAs (want the user to focus on one or the other)

- CTA should fly out when user selects the X/close button; but should reappear after loading a new page - the CTAs should be customizable based on the content of the page they are on, so the user will experience a different CTA on every page

Insulet team -  we need to decide whether we want to make the development job easier for Genuine or stick with our current design. Sarah drafted the following sample desktop and mobile headers to try moving the HCP link, but we’re unclear by their request as to whether the trouble comes from the order of the things, or the fact that there are links on both the left AND the right. If it’s the latter, we would need to spend more time thinking about how to do this well. Please let us know what you think.  The original design was intended to group the navigation to either another related site (HCP/other country) on the left or to customer care/self-service on the right.  This throws that logic out the window, therefore I am not a fan but don’t feel strongly enough to argue should it be a significant development issue.
